A list has been provided
and attached to minutes. It will also be listed on their web site www.ourmomentcafe.org.
They are also seeking funding to help with an Alzheimer Symposium they are planning that
could reach more people.

Joan and Dick answered lots of questions and handed out a brochure for the Café and a
booklet Understanding Alzheimer’s Disease.
